Recycling Matters

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I like to think of St Francis as the first Environmental activist. He wanted people to  

realize that we are all responsible for taking care of God's creation.  I think he would be 

very proud of some of the ways we recycle here at St Francis of Assisi. 

 

Every Sunday (and other days of the week too!) you see people heading over  to the  

corner of the parking lot with a pile of newspapers.  The papers are deposited into the 

large "Paper Retriever" bin from Abitibi.  Once a month or so the company comes to pick 

up the bins. We have to pay for a garbage removal contract at the Church Centre, and it 

used to be a lot more expensive. Now we get paid for the paper that we recycle. Many 

people in the neighbourhood also use our paper recycling bins. It has become so popular 

that we had to ask Abitibi for a second paper bin! 

 

Another way St Francis recycles is by placing our used printer ink cartridges in the box in 

the foyer. Every few months the youth group sends the box in to the company that  

recycles the cartridges and they send us a cheque.  We usually receive  a dollar per  

cartridge which goes towards funding youth group events.  At Christmas time, the youth 

group collects and uses Canadian Tire money contributed by parishioners to buy gifts for 

the children in the Christmas Hamper families. 

 

And just this summer, I came across a wonderful way to recycle. My mechanic told me 

that there was no hope for my van, it had to be retired. Of course I objected to paying to 

have it towed so I began to look for other options. I came across a website that would  

dispose of my vehicle in an environmentally friendly way, reusing parts and fluids where 

possible and it would make a contribution to the charity of my choice. I contacted  

www.charitycar.ca  and filled out the easy to use form to arrange for a pick up. A couple 

of months later the church received a cheque for $150 for my useless vehicle. And I will 

receive a tax receipt from the Church for the amount! 

 

It really does pay to recycle! And as a friend recently reminded me, "We did not inherit 

the earth from our ancestors; we are borrowing it from our children."
